The T-Max® Monitor/Plus can connect anywhere in the T-Max® Series daisy-chain to show up to 16 beds counting
down at one time. Multiple T-Max® Monitor/Plus’s can be stacked to show up to 128 beds. Place a T-Max®
Monitor/Plus in your laundry room and your cleaning staff will not have to run to the front desk to see what beds
need to be cleaned, they can simply glance up and look.

Quick Installation

1. Disconnect the modular cable fromthe T-Max® timer that you want to connect to the T-Max® Monitor/Plus.

2. Connect that cable to one of the modular ports on the T-Max® Monitor/Plus.

3. Connect the 50’ modular cable that came with the T-Max® Monitor/Plus to the other port on the T-Max®
Monitor Plus and the open modular port on the T-Max® timer.

4. Connect the 12V power supply to the power connector on the T-Max® Monitor/Plus and plug it into a standard
110VAC outlet.

5. Unplug power to the T-Max® Manager, wait 5 seconds, then plug it back in.

Setting the Address

If you want the T-Max® Monitor/Plus to display beds other than 1-16, the address must be set using a four position
DIP switch.

The T-Max® Monitor/Plus is factory set to display beds one through sixteen. To change the range of displayed
beds, the following procedure must be followed;

1. Remove power from the T-Max® Monitor/Plus.
2. Remove the four Phillips screws fromthe rear of the T-Max® Monitor/Plus.
3. Remove the rear panel of the enclosure by separating the enclosure panels.
4. Locate the four position Dip switch on the circuit card.
5. The Dip switch is factory set to display beds one to sixteen;

2-0On

3- On

4- On

Change the switch settings to correspond to the range of beds you would like to display;
